I was in St Benedict School from 1st to 12th grades. In that time I was baptized, confirmed and also served mass. There are a lot of memories but one from first grade comes to mind. There was a small wading pool on the playground. It was not fenced off and everyone knew where it was. We were all warned of the dangers of going in or near the pool. In the winter it would freeze over. A classmate and myself went sledding on the ice. The ice was thin and we fell through. We were wet from our knees down. Out teacher spanked us and gave us dry pants from some of the Boarder kids. In those days we had corporal punishment in schools. After some years the pool was eventually filled in and the grade school kids played soft ball in the space.
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
