I taught at Harambee Community School (formerly St. Elizabeth's) from 1969-1975 and it was there I first met the Capuchins. We did so much together - prayer, Masses, sharing, work. I met priests like Frs. Alexis Luzi, Austin Schlaefer, Mike Crosby, and Matthew Gottschalk. When Fr. Alex was sent to St. Benedict's, to supposedly close the parish as it was declining in membership, a number of us followed him to attend his Sunday Mass. His sermons were always so special! I remember the first time I went because I went into the church across the street by mistake. I knew it wasn't right. When I entered St. Ben's, there was large cloth on the altar saying  "You are no longer strangers here but brothers and sisters". I felt at home! Our group grew and we became involved with the Sanctuary Movement, the Renewal program, Justice and Peace issues and the Meal program. St. Ben's never did close, it just grew. I met many other wonderful Capuchins in the following years. After 4 years in the Missions, I returned to St. Ben's and have been coming ever since. I keep coming because I feel the support of the community, we are family, and I can be involved in peace and justice issues. 
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
